Information on sample size is provided in figure legends. Data for replicates, including outliers, are included in most figures as individual data points or curves, together with the mean +/- S.E.M.
The figures that contain large amounts of data, such as time-courses, do not include all individual data points, but only the mean +/- S.E.M. Their corresponding individual data points are included
in the form of the rate-constants obtained from fits to individual time-courses of modification. In terms of data excluded from analysis, the only exclusion criterion used for some cells during the
experiments was for minimizing rundown and voltage-clamp errors caused by large series-resistance (Rs) in the pipette, which is stated in the Methods section; cells that exhibited a spontaneous
decrease in current of > 50% after the initial six stimulations with agonist (and no cysteine modifiers) were discarded, as well as those cells were the voltage-error caused by Rs was > 5 mV.
