The
experimenters analyzed all of the data they were able to collect, and aimed to
record from 7-10 or greater cells expressing each ion channel construct tested.

We constructed figures to include all data points using box plots wherever
possible. In our experiments, we included data from each recorded individual
cell as a biological replicate. No outlier data was excluded, data was only
excluded in instances where cells did not meet criteria related to biophysical
quality (high levels of leak, or poor whole-cell voltage clamp parameters leading
to a large voltage error).
